Advisory Meeting Minutes
Date: June 20, 2022

Date and Time: Pursuant to the Bylaws governing the Garner Parks, Recreation & Cultural Resources Advisory Committee, a meeting of the Advisory Committee was held on June 20, at 6pm. 

1. [bookmark: _Hlk101785120]Call to Order and Roll Call: Ms. Durham called the meeting to order at 6:00pm. The committee members present were Ernestine Durham-Chair, Chris O’Connor- Vice Chair, Mon Peng Yueh, Hope Webber, Jay Ditenhafer, Autumn Beam, and Demian Dellinger- Council Liaison. Committee members absent were Tim Montgomery, Matt Davis, Cassondra Liles, and Tina Johnson- Senior Advisory Committee Liaison. Staff members present were Maria Muñoz-Blanco- Parks, Recreation and Cultural Resources Director, and Megan Young- Operations Superintendent, Martha Engeman – Marketing Coordinator. 
2. Approval of the June Agenda:
a. Mr. Ditenhafer motioned to approve the Agenda and Ms. Yueh seconded.
3. Approval of the May Meeting Minutes: 
a. Ms Yueh motioned to approve the minutes and Ms. Beam seconded. 
4. Petitions and Comments from the Public: 
a. Ms. Durham mentioned that she heard positive comments from people who attended the Town’s first Juneteenth celebration. Mr. Dellinger applauded staff for their help with the event. 
5. Committee Members Concerns/Comments:
a. Mr. Ditenhafer asked a question about drone use in the Town and who created the policy.  Mrs. Munoz-Blanco said the committee could take feedback to council. 
6. Senior Advisory Committee: 
a. Ms. Shaw reported that the senior center has seen uptick in participants this spring. They are continuing with the community garden and hosted a Volunteer Luncheon in May. 
7. Reports/Discussion Items
a. Director’s Reports
i. Ms. Munoz-Blanco introduce Martha Engeman as the new Marketing Coordinator for Garner Parks, Recreation and Cultural Resources. 
ii. Ms. Munoz-Blanco honored our two outgoing members for their years of service with the committee. 
iii. Council will approve the Town’s budget on June 21, which includes the new fee schedule with updates with non-resident rates. 
iv. Ms. Engeman informed the committee that July is Parks & Recreation month and the theme for 2022 is “We Rise Up” with the importance being placed on equity, climate readiness and overall health and wellbeing. 
v. Mr. Ditenhafer told the committee that Garner Grows has developed a site-plan for the community Garner. 
b. Council Updates: 
i. Mr. Dellinger stated the council has been focused on the FY 22-23 budget. 
c. Announcements: 
i. Mr. Dellinger announced that there was a Garner Night Market scheduled for this month. 
8. Other Business
a. Approval of Amendments to the PRCR Advisory Committee Bylaws
i. Mr. Dellinger questioned the wording in Section 12-26-C and asked why the word “council” had been taken out. 
ii. Mr. O’Connor motioned to approve the bylaws with the addendum that the Town Attorney has the power to make changes to Section 12-26-C as they see fit. Ms. Webber seconded the motion. The motion unanimously approved.
b. Adoption of the 2022-2023 Calendar 
i. Ms Durham asked the committee if they wanted to meet in December, and the committee decided to keep it on the calendar and revisit later in the year. 
ii. Ms. Durham also asked about June 19, 2023 and the committee determined to keep it on the schedule and revisit.
c. Election of Chair and Vice Chair
i. At the prior meeting Ms Durham was nominated as Chair and Ms. Beam was nominated as Vice-Chair. 
ii. Ms. Yueh motioned to approve Ms. Durham as Chari and Ms. Beam as Vice-Chair for the 2022-2023 year.  Mr. O’Connor seconded the motion, and the motion passed unanimously approved. 
d. Adjournment 
i. Mr. O’Connor motioned to adjourn the meeting; Ms. Webber seconded the motion. The meeting was adjourned at 6:45pm.
