Welcome and Introductions
The project team reviewed the project schedule and progress is on time. 
Progress Update
1. 
Site and Building Design
The project team reviewed further changes to the building design section. These changes were in addition to the updates already reviewed by the committee. Per committee guidance, the tall building stepback requirements were removed and articulation and transparency standards were reinforced. The Committee expressed support for the multifamily residential and commercial building design standards. Examples of desired development were shared amongst committee members. The project team will continue to incorporate the supported elements, including façade and roofline articulation, into the Article.
Parking
The project team gave an update on changes to parking requirements, including lowered minimums and updates to shared parking requirements. The Committee supported both efforts. Discussion followed regarding additional standards to improve parking lot conditions, including increased landscaping, median walkways, and more frequent islands. 
The Committee discussed residential parking requirements at length. This included townhome guest parking, access from shared parking to dwelling units, multifamily parking requirements, garage parking, and required parking space sizes. The Committee supported residential parking requirements that accommodate daily parking on the property. The project team will make updates to the UDO accordingly. 
The Committee also discussed parking at shared spaces in residential developments, including at cluster mailboxes and recreation amenities. The project team will look at appropriate standards to incorporate into the Article.
